3. This discussion with the school Principal is necessary as all students MUST get the
Principal signature and School Stamp on their registration form prior to attending a trial.

4. Registration is a NON-REFUNDABLE $25 fee. This fee will be for the cost of hosting the
trial and subsequent expenses as well as an administration fee.

5. This Registration is a registration for a Division trial. Confirmation to attend a trial will occur
after registration closes and before the end of Term 1, 2019.

6. Once registered, you will receive an email confirming payment and a form which will require
the Principal’s signature. This form must be handed in to the Division Trial Coordinator on
the day. NO FORM, NO TRIAL. If you do not receive this email contact School Sport
Victoria immediately.

7. Once registration for Division trials close on March 1, 2019, Division Coordinators will email
the registered participants and inform them of the time, date and venue for their trial before
the end of Term 1, 2019.
